The Gospel of John (Part 2)
Session 10—John 14:15-31

In this second section of Jesus’ long monologue at the Last Supper, He begins to teach His disciples about a topic that He has obliquely mentioned at several points thus far, but now will discuss in much more detail: the Holy Spirit.  Up to this point, Jesus has referred to the Holy Spirit metaphorically (i.e.—“living water”), but now He will explicitly tell His disciples about the Spirit and give them a much better sense of who the Spirit is and what He will do for them.  Of course, as believers in Jesus ourselves, we too can find comfort and encouragement in His words in this text, because the Spirit works in our lives just as He did in the lives of the original disciples.

1.) Read John 14:15-17.  What will Jesus’ disciples do if they love Him?  How does this speak to those who might think that they can do anything they want as long as they have “faith” in Jesus?





2.) What will Jesus ask His Father, and whom will the Father give to the disciples?  What title does Jesus use to describe this person, and how does this establish our view of His role in our lives?





3.) Why can the world not receive this gift from the Father?  Why can the disciples receive Him?





4.) Read John 14:18-24.  What promise does Jesus give to His disciples in verse 18?  When and how will He keep this promise?





5.) What does Jesus say about the world “seeing” Him, and why?  What does He say about the disciples “seeing” Him, and why?
6.) What promise does Jesus give His disciples at the end of verse 19?  What is the basis for this promise?





7.) According to Jesus in verse 20, what is the relationship between Him, His Father, and the disciples?  What does this mean?





8.) Who do those who love Jesus do?  What blessings will they Jesus receive?





9.) What does Judas ask Jesus in verse 22?  How does Jesus respond?





10.) What do those who do not love Jesus do?  From where do His words ultimately come?





11.) Read John 14:25-31.  What does Jesus say that the Holy Spirit will do for the disciples?  How does He perform the same function in our lives as Christians today?





12.) What does Jesus say He will give His disciples in verse 27?  How does this contrast with what the world gives?





13.) According to Jesus in verse 27, how should the disciples respond to His gift?





14.) According to Jesus in verse 28, what have the disciples heard Him say, and what did He mean by saying that?  How should the disciples have reacted to this, and why?





15.) Why has Jesus told them these things at this time, rather than later?





16.) According to Jesus in verse 30, why will Jesus no longer talk much with the disciples?  Who is the “ruler of this world?”





17.) What relationship does the “ruler of this world” have (or not have) with Jesus?  Why?





18.) According to Jesus in verse 31, what does He do?  Why?





As Jesus promised in the text, He did indeed send the Holy Spirit to His disciples after His ascension into heaven.  Even though they were not able to see Jesus Himself any longer, they were still connected to Him by the power of the Holy Spirit.  Through Word and Sacrament, the Holy Spirit continues to work to bring Jesus to His people today.  And in so doing, He provides us with comfort, strength, and help to remember all of the wonderful blessings we have in Christ.
